1. All-State and All-District Honors

Joe received a request from Pete Lehle of Houston Christian to increase the number of End of Season Player Honors for the 2011 season based on the increased number of players and teams participating in DI and DII. The BoD decided this was a topic that should be considered after the season, and would like to consider the request in June at the BoD Annual Meeting. Pete will be advised to follow the voting issue guidelines as outlined in the Rulebook to bring this proposal up for a vote at the Annual Members Meeting in September. 


2. Super Regional Officiating 

SWLOA has asked the Board if out-of-town or local officials would be officiating the Super Regionals. The travel expense is a cost issue for the League. The BoD feels that the officials are fair and unbiased. If teams want out-of-town officiating they will have to pay for the officials themselves since there is no money set aside in the budget for mixed crews and associated travel. 

The college playoffs are the same weekend in North Texas which may create a potential conflict. The BoD will ask SWLOA if refs can officiate both a college and high school game on the same day.

3. Unsportsmanlike Conduct and Ejections

A parent was recently ejected from a game for inappropriate behavior. The BoD defines Improper Behavior as follows:

11.0 Improper Behavior
Egregious behavior (abusive, profane, or violent) by THSLL administrators, representatives, coaches, players, or fans that is not in keeping with the League’s safety and /or sportsmanship principles and code of conduct may result in such administrator, THSLL representative, coach, player or fan being suspended or expelled from the League and/or prohibited from attending League functions. This includes behavior and/or actions not in conformance with the Purpose of the Texas High School Lacrosse League as stipulated in the TSLA, Inc. Bylaws.

Coordinators need to communicate League rules with the programs. Proper behavior is more important than winning or losing. Bad behavior reflects poorly on the individual and program. The BoD feels that the coordinator has the jurisdiction to address this matter, and that the parent should be ejected from the next game based on the league rules.


4. North Super Regional

The North may have to host games at different venues for the weekend. Saturday Allen will host DI and DII. Sunday DI and DII will be at Southlake or Bishop Lynch. The venue issue will be resolved this week. Chris will post the game scores immediately on the website. Nancy will need winning team rosters as soon as possible for the State Championship program.

5. THSLL Secretary Position

Two individuals have submitted resumes for the Secretary position. Ray and Nancy will speak with the candidates.


6. Ineligible Players

Lake Highlands has been playing 3 ineligible players. Since no waivers were submitted for the players all games will be forfeit. The team can not consider games as scrimmages. The rules are very specific on who can play for and represent the team. Officials will not be allowed to officiate future games. The BoD will consider any future possible action against the team at the June Board meeting. 


A motion was made to cancel the remaining games for Lake Highlands. The motion passed unanimously. Ray will send an email to the coaches regarding the Board’s position.
