Waiver Requests
Nathan Ayers - This waiver was tabled last meeting pending notification of Nathan Ayers future plans. Nathan would like to play for Hillcrest with his senior brother even though he is eligible to play elsewhere. The coach of Hillcrest spoke to Nathan’s mother who said that Nathan would like to play for  Hillcrest for the remainder of his high school career.  Rick made a motion to support waiver, Motion was seconded, none opposed.  Waiver was granted on the basis of hardship.

Trevor De Sarrano - This waiver was tabled from last meeting. DeSarrano will fulfill all graduation requirements in December and does not plan on taking future classes at Coppell. Rick spoke to Mark Wilson, Athletic Director for Coppell to see if the school has dealt with this situation in the past.  The school said that DeSarrano is still considered enrolled and will not receive final graduation transcripts until the end of the school year. Waiver will be considered once documentation is received from the school showing that DeSarrano meets UIL requirements.

Morrow - A waiver was received, however eligibility is not an issue due to the recent eligibility rule change. 

Tolliver - South Lake sent an email, not a formal waiver request, requesting that Tolliver play for South Lake since his father is a coach.  Tolliver is zoned to play for Keller which is an established program. The provision that players can play for programs where their parent is a coach was voted down at the state meeting by a majority of members. Waiver was not granted based on the eligibility rule 8.0. There is no basis for a hardship waiver.


Website
Chris is working on a limiting access to contact information by the general public.  Member programs will be provided with  passwords to access this private information.  


Championship Venues
The north coordinators, Ray, Nancy, and Patty will schedule a conference call next week to discuss a plan of action before the end of the year.  Highland Park has shown interest in hosting the championship and asked if there is a form for venues to apply.  This will be discussed on the upcoming conference call.


Dues Payment
67% of the member programs have paid. Nancy will send a reminder email to members on Wednesday and an email to coordinators listing programs that have not paid.  After December 8th there is a penalty for unpaid balances - $25 to SWLOA and $25 to THSLL.


Game Schedules
Schedules due November 30. An email will be sent to programs that have not sent the required information to Nancy.  Programs should know that interdistrict games will only show on the home team schedule at this time. There is also a question on how interdistrict games will be scheduled in the South DII since DII has been divided into 2 separate divisions. 


Rockwall Female Player
Rockwall has a female player this fall in tournaments. She will not be eligible to play THSLL in the spring based on safety issues and existing THSLL rules.

League Structure Committee
